prevention of participation of the national teams of the republic of belarus and its
club teams in international competitions organized by the Union of European
Football Associations

The Verkhovna Rada of Ukraine resolves:

1. To approve the Appeal of the Verkhovna Rada of Ukraine to the Heads of
State, Parliaments and Governments of the democratic countries of Europe and to
the Union of European Football Associations (UEFA) regarding the prevention of
participation of the national teams of the republic of belarus and its club teams in
international competitions organized by the Union of European Football Associations
(attached).

2. To instruct the Chairman of the Verkhovna Rada of Ukraine to ensure the
immediate sending of the text of the Appeal to the Heads of States, Parliaments and
Governments of the democratic countries of Europe and to the Union of European
Football Associations (UEFA).

3. This Resolution shall enter into force on the day of its adoption.

APPEAL

to the Heads of State, Parliaments and Governments of the democratic countries of
Europe and to the Union of European Football Associations (UEFA) regarding the
prevention of participation of the national teams of the republic of belarus and its club
teams in international competitions organized by the Union of European Football
Associations

Since 2022 Ukraine has been resisting an illegal, unprovoked and unjust full-scale
armed invasion by the russian federation, accompanied by mass war crimes, the
destruction of peaceful cities, devastation of civilian infrastructure, including sports
facilities, and the deaths of tens of thousands of Ukrainians, among them athletes,
coaches, referees and sports officials. The armed aggression of the russian federation
against Ukraine has brought immeasurable suffering to the Ukrainian people and has put
at risk the fundamental principles of peace, freedom and human dignity in Europe and
worldwide.

The armed aggression of the Russian Federation against Ukraine has been carried
out with direct political, military and logistical support from the republic of belarus, which
facilitated the deployment of russian troops on its territory and the creation of a staging
ground for a full-scale invasion of Ukraine. This significantly complicated the defense of
our state by the Armed Forces of Ukraine and resulted in the deaths of thousands of
civilians, the destruction of many settlements, and extensive damage to civilian
infrastructure.

This fact has been confirmed at the highest international level, in particular by United
Nations General Assembly Resolution ES-11/1 of 2 March 2022, “Aggression against
Ukraine”, which condemned the participation of belarus in the illegal use of force against
Ukraine. The European Parliament, in its resolutions, including the Resolution of 13
September 2023 on relations with belarus (2023/2041(INI), recognized the lukashenko
regime as an accomplice to war crimes and the armed aggression of the russian
federation against Ukraine.

The russian federation is deliberately committing acts aimed at the genocide of the
Ukrainian people, provoking emergency situations at nuclear power plants and seeking to
completely disconnect Ukraine from sources of electricity generation, which, under
conditions of a cold winter, may lead to the deaths of a large number of civilians.

Moreover, russian troops and special services are deliberately provoking escalation
and creating a threat of the outbreak of a third world war. In particular, on the night of 10
September 2025, nearly 20 russian unmanned aerial vehicles crossed the state border of
the Republic of Poland from the republic of belarus, and on 19 September 2025
three russian aircraft violated the airspace of the Republic of Estonia. During September-
October of this year, russian agents deliberately launched unmanned aerial vehicles into
the territory of Member States of the European Union, attempting to intimidate the political
leadership of states supporting Ukraine in its struggle against the aggressor state.



The international sports community, in accordance with the decisions of the
International Olympic Committee and the International Paralympic Committee, has
already developed an established practice whereby russian and belarusian athletes are
either barred from international competitions or allowed to participate exclusively under a
neutral status. This approach is applied by leading federations in both Olympic and non-
Olympic sports.

Regrettably, as of today, UEFA has not adopted a decision to ban the participation of
the national teams and club teams of the republic of belarus in international competitions
under state symbols. As a result, the national team of the republic of belarus may
participate in the final stage of the UEFA Futsal EURO 2025.

According to the UEFA decision of 2 December 2023, the final stage of the UEFA
Futsal European Championship is to be held in Latvia and Lithuania from 21 January to 7
February 2026. On 11 April 2025, the national team of Ukraine - the bronze medalist of the
2024 Futsal World Championship - qualified for the final stage of the tournament. On the
same day, the national team of the republic of belarus also qualified, as it has not been
suspended from competitions and retains the right to compete under its national flag.

The Verkhovna Rada of Ukraine emphasizes that the participation of the national
team of the republic of belarus in the final stage of the UEFA Futsal European
Championship would send a clear signal of indifference by the European community to
belarus’s military support of the armed aggression of the russian federation against
Ukraine and to the aforementioned provocative actions of the russian federation against
other European states. A hypothetical match between the national teams of Ukraine and
belarus would constitute an affront to the memory of thousands of Ukrainians who have
perished as a result of the ongoing armed aggression of the russian federation against
Ukraine, supported by the belarusian regime.

In view of the above, the Verkhovna Rada of Ukraine:

calls upon UEFA to adopt a decision imposing a complete ban on the participation of
the national teams and club teams of the republic of belarus in international competitions
organized under the auspices of UEFA until the complete cessation of the armed
aggression of the russian federation against Ukraine and the restoration of the territorial
integrity of our state within its internationally recognized borders, including its territorial
waters;

urges the Heads of State, Parliaments and Governments of the democratic
countries of Europe to adopt decisions restricting entry to their territories of belarusian
athletes and sports delegations until the complete cessation of the armed aggression of
the russian federation against Ukraine and the restoration of the territorial integrity of our
state within its internationally recognized borders, including its territorial waters.

Sport is intended to unite peoples and to promote peace and fairness. The
participation of belarusian athletes, as representatives of a state that supports the armed
aggression of the russian federation against Ukraine, contradicts these values and
undermines trust in international sport.

We believe that through joint efforts of the democratic community, we will be able to
uphold the principles of sport and bring closer the restoration of a comprehensive, just and
sustainable peace in Ukraine.
