RESOLUTION
of the Verkhovna Rada of Ukraine

on the Appeal of the Verkhovna Rada of Ukraine
to Heads of States, Parliaments and Governments of democratic states
worldwide, and to the International Paralympic Committee regarding the
prohibition of participation of athletes of the russian federation and
the republic of belarus in international sports competitions

The Verkhovna Rada of Ukraine resolves:

1. To approve the Appeal of the Verkhovna Rada of Ukraine to Heads of States,
Parliaments and Governments of democratic states worldwide, and to the
International Paralympic Committee regarding the prohibition of participation of
athletes of the russian federation and the republic of belarus in international sports
competitions (attached).

2. To instruct the Chairman of the Verkhovna Rada of Ukraine to ensure the
immediate sending of the text of the Appeal to the Heads of States, Parliaments and
Governments of democratic states worldwide, the International Paralympic
Committee.

3. This Resolution shall enter into force on the day of its adoption.

APPEAL
of the Verkhovna Rada of Ukraine
to Heads of States, Parliaments and Governments of democratic states worldwide, and
to the International Paralympic Committee regarding the prohibition of participation of
athletes of the russian federation and the republic of belarus in international sports
competitions

Considering that on 27 September 2025 the General Assembly of the International
Paralympic Committee adopted a decision to lift the partial suspension of the
membership of the National Paralympic Committees of the russian federation and the
republic of belarus in the International Paralympic Committee, thereby restoring the right
of athletes from these states to participate in international competitions held under the
auspices of the International Paralympic Committee under their national flags, with the
use of national anthems and state symbols,

emphasizing that it is precisely under these flags that the armed forces of the
russian federation, with the support of the belarusian regime, are committing numerous
war crimes and acts of terror on the territory of Ukraine, destroying schools, hospitals,
sports facilities, residential buildings and energy infrastructure, as a result of which
children, women, elderly people, as well as Ukrainian athletes, including Paralympians,
are killed and injured on a daily basis,

condemning the aforementioned decision of the General Assembly of the
International Paralympic Committee as unjust, immoral and contrary to the fundamental
principles of the international Paralympic movement — peace, humanism, respect for
human rights and human dignity,

recalling that during the illegal, unprovoked and unjust armed aggression against
Ukraine, which has been ongoing for the fourth year, the russian federation has been
systematically using sport as a tool of propaganda, while russian and belarusian
paralympians have demonstratively endorsed the kremlin’s policy and participated in
propaganda events. Under such circumstances, the return of national flags and state
symbols of the russian federation and the republic of belarus to international Paralympic
arenas constitutes a direct humiliation of the victims of the war, including athletes with
disabilities who have lost their health as a result of the armed aggression of the russian
federation against Ukraine,

emphasizing that allowing Paralympic athletes of the russian federation and the
republic of belarus to compete under their national flags in sporting events held under
the auspices of the International Paralympic Committee constitutes an act of
legitimization of the actions of the aggressor, contradicts the position of the international
democratic community that has condemned the criminal actions of these political
regimes, and discredits the fundamental principles of the international Paralympic
movement,

the Verkhovna Rada of Ukraine calls upon the International Paralympic
Committee:

to reconsider the decision of the General Assembly of the International Paralympic
Committee of 27 September 2025;



to impose a complete ban on the participation of athletes of the russian federation
and the republic of belarus in all international competitions, including the Paralympic
Games;

to uphold the principles of humanism, justice, respect for human rights and the
inadmissibility of war as a means of interstate relations, upon which the international
Paralympic movement is founded.

We emphasize that, in the absence of a direct entry ban or the establishment of
additional admission criteria in democratic states, individuals involved in hostilities
against Ukraine - including those involved in the commission of war crimes - may enter
their territories under the guise of athletes, and especially Paralympians, which would
pose a threat to the national security of the respective states.

Accordingly, the Verkhovna Rada of Ukraine calls upon the Heads of States,
Parliaments and Governments of the democratic countries of the world to adopt
decisions restricting the entry to their territories of athletes and sports delegations of the
russian federation and the republic of belarus until the complete cessation of the armed
aggression of the russian federation against Ukraine and the restoration of the territorial
integrity of our state within its internationally recognized borders, including its territorial
waters.

The Ukrainian people, including Ukrainian athletes who today are defending not
only their state but also the values of freedom, dignity and humanism, hope that the
International Paralympic Committee will reaffirm its commitment to these values and
stand on the side of truth and justice.
